How to Organize My Math Binder

Each student is required to keep a math binder.  The binder will be graded for both content and organization.  Students are responsible for including all class activities, notes taken, homework, and quizzes in their binders.  Students are allowed to use binders for quizzes each week so it is essential to keep it organized and up to date. Your binder will be divided into 6 labeled sections.  Follow instructions below to set up your math binder.

Cover: 
· You will create your own cover page
· It should include:
· Title (My Math Binder)
· FULL NAME (First and Last) printed neatly
· Grade 
· You will be using this binder throughout the year.  Make it unique to you and decorate it to reflect your interests and who you are!

Section 1: Warm Ups
· This section will include all warm up activities you complete when entering class
· All warm up activities should be clearly labeled and dated so they can be found easily by both you and me!

Section 2: Investigations/Notes
· This section will include all investigations and accompanying notes for the unit covered
· Make sure everything is clearly labeled with a date and investigation number

Section 3: Math Reflections
· This section will include all Mathematical Reflections you write during the unit
· They should be clearly labeled and organized chronologically

Section 4: Homework
· This section will include all homework completed by students
· All homework should be clearly labeled and organized chronologically

Section 5: Quizzes
· This section will include all quizzes and quick strips completed by students
· Quizzes should be clearly labeled and organized chronologically

Section 6: Glossary
· The glossary is section of the binder where you will keep all important mathematical definitions
· Definitions should be organized according to units covered and numbered so they are easy to find
· Example: Exploring Fractions
1. Numerator = __________________
2. Denominator = ________________

· Pictures, symbols, and equations will often be used to define certain terms

It is absolutely essential students keep an organized and up to date math binder during the year.  When grading binders, I will be often be looking for certain warm ups, investigations, quizzes, homework, etc.  If something is not included, labeled incorrectly, or placed in the wrong section, students will lose points on their binder grades.  We will keep a “Class Binder” on the math table in the classroom so students can check to make sure their own binders are up to date and organized correctly. 

***If a student is absent it is his/her responsibility to get all missed work from a fellow classmate or me to include in the math binder.**
