What’s new in the class?  Dissecting owl pellets!  Some students were a little hesitant to open their pellets after hearing that they are owl regurgitation.  However, that was suddenly not an issue when they discovered all the bones that were hidden in the fur.  They found rodent skulls, hips, ribs, etc. We compared a rodent’s skeleton with a picture of a human one.  Next week we are learning about the three basic types of joints that our skeletons have: hinge, ball-and-socket, and gliding.  They will try to perform various tasks while immobilizing different joints.  This will help them to develop awareness of the importance of joints.
We are continuing with our unit on geometry.  Your child has been working on determining the perimeter and area of shapes.  We are moving on to angles and measurement of angles.  Remember protractors?
