Our class is beginning a new science unit using the FOSS Human Body Module.  In this unit your child will investigate the basic structural systems of his or her body, which include the skeleton, joints, and muscles, and the ways these systems work together to provide movement and coordination.  Last Friday each child got a set of paper bones and fasteners from which they created a skeleton.  There will be a location and name test of the major bones of the body on Friday, October 14.  I will provide a study sheet for your child.


We are also starting a new math unit exploring geometry and measurement.  Your child will investigate relationships between length, area, perimeter, and look for various types of angles in geometric shapes.

As always, if no homework is given, your child should be reading their book for the next report which is due on Oct. 12.  Scholastic Book Club orders are due on Oct. 5.   Pledge money for our 3rd Annual Walk-a-thon should be in on Friday, Oct. 7.
