This week your children were finishing up several lessons on finding the perimeter and area of shapes.  As an extended response, they had to find the width of a shape when given the length and the perimeter.  In an extended response your children wrote in words the many steps they needed to take in a determining the answer.  This is difficult for some.  Please practice this exercise at home, too. 
 We have moved on to identifying angles, lines, line segments, and rays.  If you have a city street map at home, you could have your child point out the parallel and perpendicular streets.  Yesterday we were discussing the fact that Lincoln Avenue runs diagonally through our city forming many acute and obtuse angles as it intersects various streets.  
Your children have also begun compiling a math terminology folder.  Each time they learn a new word, they write a short definition and draw an appropriate illustration.  This will be very a useful tool as they prepare for major tests.  Also, there are several interactive math websites that will help them maintain math skills that have already been taught.
