Curriculum Highlights

Math: We are continuing to work on extended response questions.  Also, students are using manipulatives to begin solving division problems.  We want them to see that multiplication and division are opposite operations, much like subtraction and addition.  Please continue to ask them WHAT they did to solve a problem and WHY they did it. 
Reading: Students began making post-its in their read aloud books this week.  They are doing a great job writing down their thinking and seem excited to talk about their ideas.  This week we will begin to work in partnerships using our read aloud book.
Writing: This week we will begin using computers to research our countries.  Students will be writing a simple version of the 5 paragraph essay.  Several links are posted on the website if you would like to further research at home.  There are on the nonfiction resources page.
Social Studies: Students worked in partnerships to make maps of their communities.  All of the partnerships did a great job working together.  Their maps are now hanging outside our classroom.
